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Erosion and the Environment

Most people are familiar with the term ‘erosion’, but knowing what it is and
taking a close look on its impact on the world are far from synonymous, so, in
honour of the newest addition to the Recovery Systems Company staff, we
will be taking a little time to explain just what erosion is, what causes it, and
what, exactly, it does.

Erosion is the process by which soil, sediment, rock, and other surface
materials are worn away
by water, wind, or glacial
movement. This is a
perfectly natural process,
and one which has been
going on for hundreds of
millions of years. Today,
however, it is a matter of
great concern in regards to
the environment, and for
good reason. Erosion rates are estimated to have increased by as much as
forty times as a direct consequence of human activities globally.
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This is a concern. While erosion is a natural process, this rapid rate of erosion
creates a plethora of problems for the environment. Desertification,
sedimentation of waterways, decreased agricultural productivity, and
ecological collapse are all serious side effects of rapid erosion. Today, water
and wind erosion account for 84% of degraded acreage, which is a problem in
terms of land productivity, the environment, and food security.

The destructive capabilities of erosion
are far-reaching and, in some cases,
obviously visible even to the naked
eye. Desertification, for instance, has
caused entire lakes to dry up,
depriving local plant, animal, and
human life of much-needed resources.
To the right, a thirty year span of
aerial photos of Lake Chad, a once-
massive, economically and
ecologically critical lake, demonstrate
how desertification is capable of
stripping a region of vital resources as
95% of the lake is eaten away by the
process. This affect serves not only to
diminish the overall health of plant
and animal life, but to directly
damage or even destroy the lives of
nearby humans who rely on these water sources for agriculture and day to
day survival, as well.
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Desertification is far from the
only threat to waterways and
ecosystems relating to erosion,
either. The process of
sedimentation can not only be
directly detrimental to the
environment by stripping away
healthy, strong soil and
leaving an area more barren,
but also serves as a direct
pollutant, as demonstrated on
the left, where soil deposits
B ¥ . filling the waterways render
the water murky, thick, and undrlnkable in addition to diminishing its ability
to travel cleanly and smoothly from point to point. Silt deposits that result
from sedimentation can be extremely valuable resources, but, as with all
things, moderation is necessary for them to be of value, and the amount of
sediment being transported through rivers and waterways due to increased
erosion is a serious concern.

Ecological disasters such as massive crop failures due to degraded soil pose a
serious threat to the environment and to human life as a whole. While
eliminating erosion completely is neither viable nor desirable,
countermeasures can and, it could be argued, must be taken in order to
ensure a healthy, bright future for humanity, keeping crop lands lush,
waterways clean and clear, and potentially fragile ecosystems flourishing. The
first step in controlling the human footprint in erosion is understanding not
only what we do, but why it is important to protect what we have.
